Dear Friends,

Lent is a time of reflection, sacrifice, 
and renewal. One of the key questions 
we are invited to consider during 
this sacred season is: what is the 
cost of discipleship? To truly 
follow Jesus means that we must 
be willing to change - transforming 
not just our actions, but our hearts. 
Discipleship is not passive; it 
requires commitment, discipline, and 
sometimes, great personal cost.

Jesus himself spoke about the tragic 
collapse of the Tower of Siloam 
in Jerusalem, where many lost 
their lives. This event reminds us 
that suffering and loss are part of 
our human experience, but it also 
challenges us to consider what we are 
willing to sacrifice in our journey of 
faith. What does it cost us to follow 
Christ? Often, it means letting go of 
comforts, habits, or desires that pull 
us away from God. True discipleship 
requires us to put aside selfishness 
and seek a deeper, more meaningful 
relationship with Him.

As we continue through this Lenten 
season for the next month, we are 
called to embrace the spiritual 
disciplines of fasting, prayer, and 
care for the poor (almsgiving). These 
practices help us realign our hearts 
with God’s will, opening us to His 
grace and mercy. 

Last Sunday, our catechumens and 
candidates for full communion with 
the Church took a bold step in their 
faith journey by participating in 
the Rite of Election at Holy Name 
Cathedral.
