Dear Friends,

Natural justice calls for the protection of 
the lives of unborn children, lives which 
have an intrinsic dignity. Our Catholic faith 
has taught from the very beginnings of the 
Church that, following natural justice and 
natural law, and aware that human life is 
created by God in his image and likeness, 
direct abortion is a grave moral evil. 

January 22, 1973 marks a tragic 
anniversary in the United States. In Roe v. 
Wade, the U.S. Supreme Court struck down 
all state laws outlawing abortion. Since 
then, tens of millions of babies have lost 
their lives, often leaving mothers devastated, 
usually for many years. On June 24, 2022, 
the decision in the case of Dobbs v. Jackson 
Women’s Health Organization, overturned 
Roe, returning to the states the right to 
regulate or ban abortion. However, few state 
legislatures have shown the will to do so.

Over the years, I have encountered 
numerous women who were involved in 
an abortion and are filled with grief and 
regret. So many are seeking forgiveness 
and healing. They often believed there was 
no other option for them during what was a 
desperate time in their lives. There is healing 
and peace available in a number of ways:

The Sacrament of Confession/
Reconciliation 
There is no sin too great for God’s mercy. 
His grace is a powerful source of healing. 
Schedule: Confessions are heard at St. 
James on Thursdays 6 pm and Saturdays 
8 am.
