Dear Friends,

In the striking account of the Transfiguration 
of Jesus, the apostles Peter, James and John 
receive the grace of the revelation of Christ’s 
glory, a foretaste of Jesus’ glorification 
in the Resurrection. Jesus is on his way to 
Jerusalem when this miraculous event takes 
place on Mount Tabor. He knows what is to 
come: his final entry into the Holy City, the 
Last Supper with his apostles, his arrest and 
trial, his Passion (suffering) on the Cross, his 
death and resurrection. Is he strengthening 
the apostles for what is to come?  Reminding 
them of the glory that will follow his terrible 
suffering?

It is significant that Moses and Elijah appear 
with Jesus, and Peter offers to erect three 
tents, one each for Jesus, Moses and Elijah. 
St. Jerome wrote that Peter seemed to be 
inappropriately placing the three on equal 
footing – comparing the two servants, 
Moses and Elijah, with the one Lord, but 
not out of wickedness. St. Jerome says that 
rather than construct a physical dwellling, 
we are to prepare a tabernacle for the 
Lord in the inner sanctum of our heart. Our 
increased prayer and fasting during Lent 
are meant to enable us to prepare this inner 
tabernacle of the heart – a place where 
the Lord can rest within us. This is the Lord 
who revealed himself to the apostles in his true 
divinity without losing his humanity. This is the 
Lord who comes to us on the altar as he makes 
his loving self-sacrifice present in the Mass.

Smith who was awarded the Heart of Gold 
Young Champion Award Sunday by the 
Village of Arlington Heights. Shane is a 
2023 graduate of St. James School and a 
current junior at St. Viator High School. He 
is the son of parishioners Sean and Grace 
Smith.
